(Anthony and the man are walking down the hall to the phone. Lisa comes out of the room where she was and looks down the hall.)

Lisa: Mom that man looks crazy. He looks like he is a monster or something!

Mother: Lisa that is not a nice way to say something about someone you don’t know about.

Lisa: Sorry but he does look like one.

Mother: Lisa stop it.

(Anthony and the man are walking back from the phone in the hallway. Anthony has a weird look on his face.)

Anthony: Mom the phone is not working.

Mother: What do you mean it’s not working?

Man: Well see I was dialing my phone number while your son was in the rest room and there was no dial tone. 

Anthony: And then he gave me the phone and I listen for a dial tone but there was none.

Mother: Oh don’t worry I am sure the phone will be on in a minute or so. Until then you can stay here if you would like.

Man: Oh yes thank you I would like to and I will leave right when the rain stops.

Mother: Oh no need to worry. Only see we just moved in early this morning and we still have some stuff to organize. So if you don’t mind the guestroom is not done yet.

Man: Oh the couch is fine don’t worry I should be grace full for you letting me stay here, so thank you.

Mother: you are welcome it is the least I can do since my phone isn’t working.

Lisa: Yeah. Anthony can I see you in the kitchen?

Anthony: Yeah hold on...

Lisa: Anthony I need help moving those big boxers to my room. NOW!

Man: Good night. Good night Lisa!

 The next morning.

(Anthony and Lisa walk down stairs and into the kitchen.)

Lisa: Good morning Mother.

Mother: Good morning Lisa. Why are you so happy today?

Lisa: Oh I don’t know I guess I just am!

Man: Well I guess that is a good thing always.

Lisa: Yeah I would have to say.

Anthony: Mom when can we go swimming? I am hot.

Mother: Oh in a few minutes I still have some things to do and I will go after. But you 

Two can go by yourself if you are okay down there alone.

Lisa: No mother I think we should wait for you because…

Anthony: Because why Lisa are you afraid of something?

Lisa: No I am not and I don’t care what you say about the lake, I just think we should wait for mother so she doesn’t have to be alone.

Man: Oh well Lisa don’t worry I will stay for a little longer and help your mother around the house and you and Anthony can go swimming in the lake.

(Lisa looks at the lonely lake out the window)

Lisa: Yeah I guess fine I will go swimming with you Anthony but if you start any jokes I will tell mother.

(Lisa and Anthony walk down the stairs onto the dock and Lisa is looking around making sure no one is watching her.)

Anthony: Are you okay about going swimming?

Lisa: Yes I am fine with it okay?

Anthony: I was just wondering.

Lisa: Oh yeah well… Last one in the lake is an ugly monster!

(They both run towards the lake and Lisa jumps off the dock and hits the water. While Lisa is in the water Anthony jumps up to hit the water.)

Lisa: (laughing) Ha I won!

Anthony: You are also in the lake!

Lisa: What oh my god I am in the lake!

Anthony: Didn’t I just say that!

Mother: (Looking out the side window for the kids) Kids come on in to get your lunch.

(Anthony and Lisa get out of the lake. Lisa was happy that she had gone into the lake. As they were walking up the dock Lisa slipped on something.)

Anthony: (Laughing) Are you okay?

Lisa: Does it look like I am? Yes I am fine!

Anthony: What happened? How did you fall?

Lisa: I don’t know I was just walking and I fell.

(Looking down on the dock there was something green.)

Anthony: Look!

Lisa: What is it?

Anthony: It looks like slime.

Mother: Kids come on time for lunch.

(The Kids go up the stairs and forget all about the slime they go to sit down at the table with Mr.Johnson. Everyone is sitting down for lunch and the man looks around)

Man: I want to thank you and I will be leaving tonight so don’t worry I will be out of your way.

Mother: Oh you weren’t in anyone’s way.

Man: Oh well I still must be leaving because I am sure my wife is worried since your phone has not been working.

Anthony: So that means you can’t go swimming?

Lisa: Oh yeah you didn’t go swimming yet? 

Man: Well then I will go now and then I will go home later!

Anthony: Cool! Well I still have two more boxes to bring up to my room and then we could go swimming if you want to?

Man: Sure why not. Do you need help with the boxes?

Anthony: No I can do it, there not that heavy.

Mother: Well you better go up and do them before Mr. Johnson has to go home.

(Anthony walks up the stairs. Lisa went upstairs to help Anthony and then she was going to put on her bathing suit. The only people down stairs were Mother and Mr. Johnson.)

Man: If you don’t mind may I go to the lake and swim alone before the kids come in the lake.

Mother: Oh go ahead.

Man: Thank you. Well then I will be down by the lake!

Mother: Okay well have fun!

(Both laughing)

Man: Okay.

(Mr. Johnson goes down to the dock and jumps in to the lake)

Monster: (In a little boy voice.) Help me; Help me somebody (crying) PLEASE.

Man: Hold on I am coming to get you.

(Mr. Johnson swims as fast as he can he finally makes it to the person he picks the boy up.)

Man: Oh my god this boy is dead.

Monster: You bet.

(Mr. Johnson turns around and seen a monster looking down on him. The monster was slimy and green. The monster has big eyes and sharp teeth.)

Man: Oh my god (he screams) HELPPPPPPPPP!

(Mr. Johnson swims as fast as he could to get away but the monster go him. The monster bought him into the cave and killed him. Anthony and Lisa walk out down the stairs. Lisa looks on the dock to make sure there is no slime and so she doesn’t fall again.)

Anthony: Where is Mr. Johnson? 

Lisa: I don’t know.

Anthony: Maybe he is hiding in the water to scare us.

Lisa: Or maybe someone killed him.

Anthony: (Anthony goes closer to the water and looks for Mr. Johnson.) I don’t see him in the lake. Do you think he would go home without saying good-bye to us?

Lisa: He could have why don’t we just go back in the house and ask mother?

Anthony: Okay.

(Lisa and Anthony walk back on the dock and they both see more slim on the dock.)

Lisa: Gross more slimy stuff and I’m not falling this time!

Anthony: Yeah but look even more slimy stuff.

Anthony: (Anthony takes a rock and put slime on it, then he puts in the jar.) Come on let’s show mother.

Lisa: Okay and then I will tell her that Mr. Johnson is missing.

(Anthony and Lisa walk up the stair and go in the house. Anthony put the jar on the table and goes to the sink to wash his hands. Lisa is looking out the window for Mr. Johnson. Their mother is coming down the stairs holding a box that says “Kitchen stuff”)

Mother: What’s that on my table and why are you two inside this house and not outside swimming with Mr. Johnson?

Anthony: That on your table is slime.

Lisa: Yeah I fell on it before too.

Mother: Slime from what?

Anthony: We don’t know it is always outside on the dock when we go to the lake.

Mother: Weird oh well might be a slug thing.

Lisa: But Mr. Johnson is missing.

Mother: What?

Lisa: Yeah Anthony and I went do to the lake and there was no one there.

Anthony:  Well I think maybe he went home.

Mother: (Mother looks out the window to see if Mr. Johnson car was still down the road.) Well his car isn’t there so maybe he did go home.

Anthony: Oh well to bad we didn’t even get to go swimming with him.

Lisa: Yeah and I was starting to like him as a friend.

Mother: Oh you two please time for dinner and then time for bed!

Anthony: BED?

Mother: Yes BED!

Lisa: Why I mean it’s early the sun is just going down.

Mother: I know but tomorrow you guys have to show me the lake, go swimming in it with me. You know we have a lot to do together!

Lisa: Are you going to go swimming with us this time?

Mother: Yes I will! I know I mean I said I would and never did yet with you two. But tomorrow I promise I will go!

(They all sit down to eat dinner.)

Lisa: (Lisa looks out the window to see how dark it is out there.) Man it sure is pretty dark out there. And I am done with my dinner.

Mother: I know I would hate to swim at night. I wouldn’t know which way to go! Okay well go up stairs and get you pajamas and get into bed I will be up to tuck you in just give me a minute. 

(Everyone is upstairs in bed sleeping. About 5:ooam Lisa gets up. And goes into the bathroom for some water. She then goes back into her room and close her bedroom door. She gets into bed, drinks some of the water then puts the cup on her nightstand. She lies back down and falls back to sleep.)

 The next day. 
Mother: Kids time to get up!

Anthony: (Anthony walks down the hall and knocks on Lisa door.) Get up Its 10:30.

Lisa: I am up.

(Anthony walks down the stairs and goes into the kitchen. Lisa opens her door and then goes down stairs she walks through the living room and looks out the window.)

Lisa: Mother are we going to go swimming today? (Yelling from the living room as she walks out.)

Mother: I am so sorry I can’t I have to take Anthony to the doctor’s office.

Lisa: What you promise that you would. 

Mother: And I still am just later.

Anthony: Clam down Lisa I am more important then swimming. Any ways you hate swimming. Remember?

Mother: Anthony stop. Lisa I will go swimming with you when I come back okay?

Lisa: Yeah. Whatever I don’t want to go with any one any ways.

Mother: Do you want to go with me to take Anthony to the doctors?

Lisa: NO. I will stay home and then go to Auntie Chrissy.

Anthony: Come on Mom lets go.

Mother: I am coming. Are you sure?
